Competition Rules  
 

1.  The competition is conducted under the International 
Federation of Netball Associations Rules of Netball.  

2.  Players participating in the competition mus t be current 
members of Emerald City Netball Club.  

3.  The umpires and officials decision is final.  Inappropriate 
behavior towards these people will result in removal from 
the court and possibly the club.  

4.  Each team may be required to provide one or two umpire s 
each week.  They will umpire the game before or after their 
teamõs game. 

5.  The games shall consist of four quarters of 15 minutes 
each with an interval of 3 minutes between the first -
second and third -fourth quarters and with an interval of 5 
minutes at hal f time.  Teams shall change ends each 
quarter.  

6.  Time held for stoppages must be played in that quarter of 
the game.  

7.  Points will be awarded as follows:  
4 points ð Win  
2 points ð Draw/Tie  
1 point ð Loss of 7 goals or less  

8.  No draws/ties are permitted in final s.  In the event that 
the score is level at full time play shall continue until one 
team has a two -goal advantage.  

9.  No item of jewelry, except a wedding ring, medical alert 
bracelet and/or culture item, shall be worn.  If worn each 
shall be taped.  

10.  Fingernai ls shall be short and smooth.  

11. Games are played wet or fine at Marymoor Park, 6046 W 
Lake Sammamish Parkway NE, Redmond, WA 98052 
unless otherwise stated.  If in doubt check the website for 
cancellations.   
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
